Assessment
Each student is responsible to acquire any missed assignments from online (IsonBiology.com ( Ison A&P). Work may be checked daily or collected at a later date. It is the student’s responsibility to store non-collected assignments in their notebook. Work turned in after it is collected will be considered late whether it is completed during the same class period it was collected or not. DO NOT LOSE YOUR NOTEBOOK! *** Lost notebooks will not be provided extra time! ***

Assignments will be graded primarily on the correctness of the responses, not on completion. Assignments will be penalized 10% per class period if they are submitted late, and will not be accepted after two class periods following the due date.

TESTS: There will be a written test for each chapter covered. Tests are generally 20-25 questions in length and count for 100 points toward the overall grade. There will be approximately 3 – 5 tests per quarter. Students will have the opportunity to retake the test once. If the student is not present for the scheduled retake day then the original grade will be kept. If the student is absent the day of the last scheduled retake opportunity during a quarter the current grades will be final.

STUDY GUIDES: Study guides are provided for each module and are optional. It is the student’s responsibility to print the study guide. Grading on the study guides will be all-or-none. The study guides must be 100% complete and correct to any receive credit.
Additional Information

ATTENDANCE: Attendance has a tremendous impact on student achievement. Research indicates that students with good attendance habits make higher grades. It is the responsibility of students/parents to be aware of all absences and to verify all absences in the event of any questions.
MAKE-UP POLICY: Students missing class should check the website. If the work is not posted immediately email the instructor. Failure to “find” the work does not constitute an excuse for late work.
It is the student’s responsibility to acquire missing notes from classmates or write their own notes from the assigned section in the textbook using reading and note taking skills taught in class. The instructor is not responsible for providing notes.

Students missing tests, quizzes, or labs must make up the test within five (5) school days from which it was given. Make-up tests and quizzes will be given during class time, not before or after school. It is the student’s responsibility to schedule a make-up time for any missed test, quiz, or lab and follow through with its completion. Failure to do so will result in a permanent zero.
ACADEMIC HONESTY: All tests, assignments, activities, labs, and quizzes should reflect the work of the individual student, unless specifically stated by the instructor. PLAGIARISM AND CHEATING WILL NOT BE TOLERATED. Any student caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero for the assignment and additional academic penalties may be taken against the individual. It will be the instructor’s judgment to whether plagiarism or cheating penalties are applied.

LEARNING RECOVERY: No Grade Recovery is available in accordance with DCPS policy. However, students will have multiple opportunities to demonstrate knowledge along the standards and remediate throughout each quarter.
ASSIGNMENT CLARITY: Due to legibility issues with assignments the following requirements are mandatory for all assignments to be graded. All assignments have to be labeled with the proper assignment heading; this is provided by the instructor for all assignments. Students are also required to head their papers in the upper right-hand corner with their full name (first and last), date, and period. If the instructor cannot read the name he cannot assign the grade to the proper student. Assignments turned in that are illegible will not be graded, and no credit will be given. It is the student’s responsibility to provide legible work for grading or the student has failed to demonstrate knowledge of the subject.

EXTRA CREDIT: There will be *** NO extra credit *** opportunities in the course. Do not ask.
CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR: Students are responsible for adhering to the student code of conduct. In addition, students are expected to be respectful to peers, teachers, administrators, and property. Failure to maintain proper conduct will result in parent contact, in-class time-out, out-of-class time-out, a referral, or a behavioral contract dependent of the severity of the offense. The instructor also reserves the right to isolate any student causing excessive classroom disruption and assigning individual instruction and assignments at a minimum of equal to that of the other students in the class. This shall be at the instructor’s professional judgment. Classroom Policies and Procedures can be found on the website.

COMPUTER AND INTERNET USE: Students using any computer must remain on sites approved by the instructor. Students found browsing the web on unapproved sites will have internet and computer privileges revoked or suspended and possibly receive additional consequences from the school.

PROGRESS REPORTS: Grades will be available online through Focus. Access to Focus available to both students and parents. If students or parents have difficulty with accessing Focus contact the school’s curriculum office. Grades are generally posted within a week after the assignment was submitted. When the instructor publishes grades to Focus the grade will be visible to parents and students. Grades are continuously being updated throughout the quarter and may fluctuate day-to-day.

SYLLABUS AMENDMENTS: The instructor reserves the right to amend the syllabus at any time to improve the overall structure and direction of the course. Amendments to the syllabus will not be retroactive and will have a minimum of a two school day advanced notice. Amendments to the syllabus will be made available to the students though the website after being announced in class.
